On May 30, four librarians from suburban and small-town Connectlcut—dlgnlhed
conservatively dressed fiftysomethings gagged for nearly ten months under the
USA PATRIOT ACT—finally got to speak publicly.

Connection, said he felt the gag order to be very compromising,
since he discussed it only with the three-member executive
committee of the board of directors but could not reveal it to the
rest of the board or the members without risking prosecution.
